They are talking adding a
deck and closing in the existing porch and making it into a bigger room. | think
as long as the ZBA allows this and then cuts her off Greg — | think we need to
have some type of stipulation that no further extension will be granted. Jim — |
told her the process but | never gave her a letter of denial. Brian — she is going
from 2 to 3 bedrooms. Jim — the petition and letter are no very clear. | think that
it is difficult to make a decision. It is not clear as to what is happening in the
back. I think that it should also state that there be no further development.
Walter — | make a motion that we recommend disapproval due to the fact that we
do not have sufficient information on which to form an opinion.

As you are aware | am asking that it be a private road with certain waivers
including the reduced width of 40 feet—there are 3 lots 2 new and 1 existing with
lot 3 being unbuildable. | would like to request a hearing date. Pauline —How is
May7, 2007 at 8 p.m. Brian — | make a motion that we schedule the same for
May 7, 2007 at 8 p.m. Walter — 2" the motion. Jim — all in favor. Vote was
unanimous. Advertising to be done on April 19, 2007 and April 26, 2007.

David Marangi and Bruce Pilling from Pilling Engineering — We have offered

different setups with the abutters but they do not seem happy with whatever we
offer. We just touch the corner not the island. | can probably change the cul-de-
sac. These 2 build able areas will be in Freetown. Jim — this seems to be what
everyone wanted but you would be taking part of his land which you can't do.
Engineer — this area here is high and dry. We are trying to get some ideas from
the Board. | can make it work with 750 feet but it would be better with the 770
feet. Jim — | would be inclined to make them comply with both lots and just put in
2 driveways. Brian—you need to show us the layout and ask for a waiver for the



road construction. Will you talk to Paul about this? Jim —yes. Walter—I
personally think the driveways are a better idea.
